1. SUBJECT: RE-SETTING/REPAIR OF INTERLOCKING BRICK DRIVEWAY
2. DEFINITION
Resetting/repair includes the removal of bricks, leveling of base and reinstalling same bricks.

Interlocking brick driveways — consist of brick pavers placed on granular base course with sand to create the
interlock. This form of hard surface may have edge restraints which is the border that holds the pavers together.

4. BEST PRACTICE

A permit is required for the repair and/or resetting of interlocking brick driveway with the following conditions:

1. All dimensions remain as existing,.
. Existing paving stones are being removed and re-used after base preparation.
3. The intention is for maintenance purposes only.
