The Downtown Forum Sub-Committee met at 1:30pm on Wednesday, fuly Bù, 2015.

The sub-committee approved a draft ìetler to be delivered as soon as possible to the
Presidents ofthe St. CIair College Student Representative Council and University of
Windsor Students' Alliance inviting them to co-organize a forum for students to
voice their ideas and concerns regarding the downtown campus' There was an

assumption that bòth student organizations would take the lead in organizing the
forum - with the Town and Gown providing financiaì support and direction'

The sub-committee also recommends that the forum be held at a downtown
establishment such as The Foundry - which successfully hosted a Mayoral
Candidates debate last year with approximately 200 people in the audience.

The sub-committee recommends a format that would include a panel, which would
include representatives ofthe City and College who could spark discussion and

answer questions. These could include:
