Endangered Species Act, 2007

Section 9: Species Protection
°No person shallkill, harm, harass, capture,
take, possess, transport, collect, buy, sell,
lease, trade, or offer to buy, sell, lease or
trade species that are listed asthreatened,
endangered or extirpated. Current
Protection: Approximately 160 species.

Section 10: Habitat Protection
°Prohibits damaging ordestroying habitat of
endangered or threatenedspecies
°When a species is listed, their general
habitat (an area on which a species
depends, directly or indirectly, to carry out
its life processes) isprotected.

Butler's Gartersnake

Small (25-50 cm long) with
tiny head, three bright
yellow stripes on a dark
.brown-black body. Prefers

lands, prairies, and grassy
areas. NOT venomous.

Estemfosde

Second-largest snake in 7
Ontario, reaching almost

2m in length. Orange head,

large brown/black blotches

along body. Various habitats

including prairie, marsh, and

shoreline. NOTvenomous.

Long, thin leaves with a
spike of white flowers.
