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In December 2021, Landmark Engineers Inc. was retained by the City of Windsor to develop a Park 
Master Plan for Sandpoint Beach Park. Through the Master Plan process, an overall Concept Plan 
was developed for the site, based on feedback from the public, the City, and other stakeholders.  The 
study concluded with a Master Plan Report that was finalized in November of 2023.  

Since the conclusion of the Master Plan Report, there have been developments regarding the 
property ownership and land usage at the site.  The property line running east to west along the north 
limit of site represented the historic water’s edge along Lake St. Clair.  Since the infilling of the 
adjacent Southwest Sales lands at the west limit of the site, significant sand accretion has occurred 
in front of the historic water’s edge property line of Sandpoint Beach. Based on the available legal 
surveys, it is understood that this ‘infill’ segment of beach is now property of the Windsor Port 
Authority.    

In December of 2024, Landmark was instructed to update the Sandpoint Beach Master Plan to 
exclude any proposed works on the Windsor Port Authority lands: other than the shoreline 
improvements as depicted in the Sandpoint Beach Park Shoreline Class Environmental Assessment 
(finalized in April of 2024).   

The main alteration to the 2023 Master Plan resulting from this amendment is the elimination of the 
Fishing Pier option at the west end of the site. The updated Master Plan will no longer provide access 
to the Windsor Port Authority property, which will be separated by a fence along the property line, 
making access to a fishing pier unfeasible. All other components identified in the functional program 
have remained as part of the updated Maser Plan, but their specific arrangement has been slightly 
shifted to accommodate the new land boundary considerations. 

The Sandpoint Beach Park Master Plan image has been updated and is included as part of this 
amendment to the original 2023 report.   

As part of the amendments, the Budget Estimate (Appendix H) has also been updated to reflect 2025 
cost information.  The remainder of the report remains the same as what was prepared in November 
of 2023.  
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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 BACKGROUND 

Sandpoint Beach is a municipally-owned park located on the east end of Windsor, providing recreational 
facilities and public beach access to Lake St. Clair near the mouth of the Detroit River.  The site is 
comprised of three distinct segments: Sandpoint Beach, Ganatchio Park, and Stop 26 Beach, which 
together are commonly referred to as Sandpoint Beach Park.  A key plan, illustrating the location and 
general layout of the site is attached as Figure 1. 

Over the past few decades there have been several drownings that have occurred at the park - primarily 
due to patrons straying outside of the marked swimming areas and into an adjacent area at the mouth of 
the Detroit River where deep waters and strong currents are known to prevail.  In response to the most 
recent drowning incident that occurred in May of 2021, the City of Windsor retained Landmark 
Engineers to study the feasibility of relocating the existing beach to the east – farther away from the 

deep-water area.  Given that such an undertaking would significantly alter the overall function of the site 
– and noting that the existing park facilities have not been updated for some time, it was decided to 
incorporate the proposed shoreline alterations into a new Master Plan for Sandpoint Beach Park. 

This report is intended to present a new Master Plan for the park and document the process that was 
followed in its development. 

1.2 PURPOSE AND SCOPE 

The primary purpose of this Master Plan is to create a new design concept for Sandpoint Beach Park that 
addresses the following objectives:   

 Improvements to site safety – focused primarily on deterring members of the public from 
accessing the deep-water areas near the park’s westerly limit; 

 Improvements to site facilities – aimed at improving aesthetics and enhancing accessibility, while 
preserving the existing the recreational opportunities for the public; 

 Identifying new recreational opportunities and facilities that could be added to the park for the 
benefit of the public; and, 

 Identifying and improving access points to the park across Riverside Drive, with connection 
points to the adjacent Ganatchio Trail system. 

In order to fulfil the above, the Project Team has executed a scope of work, guided by environmental 
assessment planning principles, that included the following: 

 The compilation of a general site inventory, documenting the layout and overall condition of the 
existing shoreline, park lands, buildings, and amenities; 

 The compilation of an environmental inventory for the site and its immediate surroundings, 
including:  property and utility information; topographic and bathymetric (i.e., nearshore water 
depth) information; a biological investigation of the site; an archaeological assessment and 
cultural heritage assessment of the site; and a review of site access and parking availability; 
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 The development of a new functional program and conceptual design for the park, in consultation 
with City of Windsor administration and maintenance staff; 

 Consultations with park stakeholders, including:  abutting property owners, First Nations, the 
Windsor Port Authority, local neighbourhood residents, and the general public; and, 

 The preparation of this report, documenting the planning process and the final recommended Park 
Master Plan. 

1.3 PROJECT TEAM 

To carry out the scope of work outlined above, the City of Windsor retained Landmark Engineers Inc. 
(hereafter: ‘Landmark’) in December 2021 to serve as the lead consultant on the Project Team.  In 
addition to being responsible for the overall management of the project, Landmark was responsible for 
addressing engineering issues associated with the proposed works.   

To assist with the urban planning and landscape architecture aspects of the project, Landmark partnered 
with Bezaire Partners (hereafter: ‘Bezaire’) to complete the Project Team.  Over the course of the project 
Bezaire also assisted with project planning and public consultations. 

Where other technical expertise was necessary to fulfil the scope of work (i.e., biological and 
archaeological assessments), the Project Team was supplemented by retaining specialty subconsultants, 
as needed. 

1.4 MASTER PLAN APPROACH 

Since the proposed relocation of Sandpoint Beach will involve the City of Windsor making alterations 
to the existing shoreline, the preparation of the new Park Master Plan was commenced in accordance 
with the environmental assessment planning principles outlined in the Municipal Engineers 
Association’s Municipal Class Environmental Assessment (hereafter: ‘Class EA’).  Once the general 
configuration of the shoreline was refined through the Master Planning process, the Project Team 
commenced a Class Environmental Assessment that focused exclusively on the shoreline modifications. 

The Sandpoint Beach Park Shoreline Class Environmental Assessment was completed in November 
2023.  The Preferred Solution (for the shoreline) and any recommendations identified as a result of the 
EA have been incorporated into this Master Plan.  

2.0 SITE CONDITIONS & ENVIRONMENTAL INVENTORY 

2.1 EXISTING CONDITIONS / SITE LAYOUT 

Sandpoint Beach Park is currently situated on 2.5-hectares of property located on the south shore of Lake 
St. Clair, immediately upstream of the Detroit River.  The site includes approximately 500 linear metres 
of shoreline – just over half of which consists of a natural sand beach, with the remainder of the shoreline 
protected primarily with vertical steel sheet pile walls and small segments of rock revetment. 

The park is currently serviced by a Main Facilities Building, which is located near the centre of the site, 
adjacent to the primary site access at the intersection of Riverside Drive East and Florence Avenue.  This 
building was originally constructed in 1982, and includes:  separate change room and washroom facilities 
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for men and women; a small staff room; a small storage room; and an abandoned concession area that 
currently appears to be used for additional storage.  The building layout consists of 3 separate ‘modules’, 
each with a floor area of approximately 40m2, separated by a pair of covered breezeways that lead to a 
central plaza area with planters, benches, and views of the lake.  This plaza is currently surfaced with 
brick pavers and features an ornate totem pole at its centre. 

The shoreline frontage of the Main Facilities Building is currently faced with a vertical steel sheet pile 
wall (complete with steel guardrail) that bisects the primary swimming beach on the site.  The majority 
of the main beach is located immediately to the west of the building (approximately 160 metres of 
shoreline), with a smaller area of beach (approximately 50 metres of shoreline) located immediately to 
its east.  Vertical steel sheet pile walls extend along the shoreline for approximately 140 metres easterly 
from the main beach, terminating at Stop 26 Beach, near the east end of park. 

The main beach areas of the park are surfaced almost entirely with sand, from the shoreline through the 
site as far as an asphalt pathway that runs along the north side of Riverside Drive East.  East of the main 
beach, the pathway diverts northward – generally following the shoreline as far as Stop 26 Beach, where 
it diverts inland and connects to a small vehicular drop-off area on the north side of Riverside Drive.  
This area of the park is primarily surfaced with grass, with several clusters of mature trees providing 
shade – particularly at the east end of the park. 

Other park amenities currently on-site include: 

 A swing set and several plastic playground structures; 
 An outdoor shower/foot wash area; 
 A small (approximately 4.5m x 3m) storage outbuilding; 
 Numerous park benches and trash receptacles; and, 
 A recently-installed public art sculpture. 

A schematic plan, depicting the general layout of Sandpoint Beach Park is attached as Figure 2.  A series 
of photographs, depicting the general condition of the site is attached in Appendix A. 

2.2 ENVIRONMENTAL INVENTORY 

An Environmental Inventory of the site was compiled as the first step in the Master Planning process for 
Sandpoint Beach Park.  This included the collection and compilation of all relevant site information, 
including: 

 A GPS-based survey to confirm site topography and to provide a basis for the project baseplans; 

 A bathymetric survey of the nearshore area to confirm water depths and to allow for mapping of 
the lake bed contours; 

 The collection and review of all available site servicing and utility information; 

 A functional inspection of the Main Facilities Building, the existing steel sheet pile shorewalls, 
and the existing site amenities; 

 A biological site assessment of the natural environment – including an assessment of potential 
habitat for species-at-risk (ongoing); 
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 A Stage 1 and Stage 2 Archaeological Assessment of the site, in general accordance with the 
requirements of the Ontario Heritage Act (R.S.O. 1990, c. O.18); 

 A review for any significant Cultural Heritage features at the site, and; 

 A review of previously-completed technical studies concerning the site and its immediate 
environment. 

The information outlined above was compiled into the official Project File for the subsequent Class EA 
of the proposed shoreline works.  The findings of the environmental inventory were utilized by the 
Project Team to aid in formulating a new conceptual plan for the site.   

3.0 FUNCTIONAL PROGRAM & CONCEPTUAL DESIGN 

3.1 STAFF COMMENTARY & CONSULTATIONS 

To help inform the conceptual design process for Sandpoint Beach Park, early drafts of a conceptual 
design and a functional program for the site were circulated to various departments and agencies within 
the City of Windsor for comment.  The feedback thus received was compiled into a summary list, which 
is attached here as Appendix B. 

The information received through this process was utilized by the Project Team to help guide the 
development of the new conceptual plan for Sandpoint Beach Park. 

3.2 SITE PROGRAMMING 

Before any new site plans could be created, it was essential that the Project Team first confirm all of the 
functions that would need to be accommodated at Sandpoint Beach Park.  In consultation with City 
administration and maintenance staff (see above), a Functional Program was created for the park - based 
on a series of desired ‘wish list’ items received from various City departments.  Each of these items were 
considered in terms of cost and practicality – with the objective of also maintaining the existing park 
uses at the site.  A copy of the Functional Program Report has been attached as Appendix C. 

As noted in the Functional Program Report, several programming issues have been identified that remain 
to be decided upon by the City.  These outstanding items include: 

 Redesign of the Main Facilities Building's washrooms & change rooms – City to confirm if 
male/female or unisex facilities would be preferred; 

 Intended use of the Abandoned Concession Area / Provision of Bike and/or Kayak Rental 
Facilities – City to confirm if it wishes to engage a third-party vendor to utilize the space and for 
what purpose; 

 Fish Cleaning Station – City to confirm if water and/or waste services should be made available 
for anglers that utilize the site; 

 Splash Pad – City to confirm if a new splash pad is desired and what age level(s) it should be 
designed to accommodate; and, 

 Employee Lunchroom & Washrooms – City to confirm whether a staff lunchroom and separate 
washrooms for employees need to be provided on-site.

It should be noted that the above items do not limit or constrain the overall Master Plan.  Nevertheless, 
the final decisions should be confirmed prior to the start of detailed design.   

3.3 DESIGN CRITERIA & CONSIDERATIONS 

In preparing a new conceptual plan for Sandpoint Beach, a set of key criteria and considerations were 
established to help guide the design process, with due consideration for the objectives of:  improving site 
safety, improving site facilities, and improving overall accessibility.  The main criteria and 
considerations are outlined below. 

3.3.1 SITE SAFETY 

It has been well established that the main safety issue at Sandpoint Beach Park is the area at the westerly 
limit of the main beach, where a steep riverbed slope with strong currents accompanying undertows has 
led to several drownings and many rescue operations over the past 30 years.  As a result, the west portion 
of the existing beach (approximately 75 metres of shoreline) has been fenced off and signed as unsafe 
for public swimming.  A visual summary of this issue is provided in Figure 3 for reference purposes.  

To address this issue, it is intended to relocate the beach east of the Main Facilities Building - away from 
the steep drop-off at the west end of the site.  This would provide much greater separation between the 
publicly-accessible beach and the deep-water area, and would potentially make the beach easier for City 
lifeguards to monitor.  Furthermore, to discourage the public from directly accessing the lake west of the 
Main Facilities Building, the Project Team is recommending that a continuous curb and/or wall be 
established along the shoreline – complete with guardrails and a waterfront pathway.  Shore protection 
in the form of a low rock revetment could also be established along the face of the shoreline curb/wall to 
prevent undermining via erosion. 

In our consultations with City staff, it was noted that the deep-water area at the west limit of the site is a 
popular site for anglers – some of whom are known to bypass the existing fencing and warning signage 
to access the deeper water.  In an effort to discourage anglers from also bypassing the new shoreline 
guardrail, it is proposed to create a new fishing pier at the west limit of Sandpoint Beach Park – complete 
with an appropriately-sized platform and guardrails.   

To address public safety concern and emergencies within the designated swimming area, three life guard 
towers are proposed to be located along the new beach - one of which would be a larger structure, 
equipped with first-aid supplies.  A public announcement system could also be incorporated, if desired.  

Further site safety recommendations for the park were received from the Windsor Police Service, noting 
in particular the need to preserve clear sightlines through the site and enhance overall visibility with 
appropriately-designed lighting.  These recommendations were noted and referenced in the development 
of the new Master Plan. 

3.3.2 BEACH RELOCATION / SHORELINE PROCESSES  

In designing the relocation of the beach at Sandpoint Beach Park, care must be taken to ensure that the 
existing littoral processes (i.e., the longshore transport and deposition of sands and sediments) on Lake 
St. Clair are respected and accounted for in order to ensure that a stable beach profile can be maintained 
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on the site.  Based on our historic knowledge of this area (as well as other properties along the south 
shore of Lake St. Clair), it is known that sands and sediments tend to be transported from east to west in 
the nearshore zone.  As such, the Project Team recommends that the proposed shoreline alterations 
include the construction of new groynes or promontories at the west limit of the new beach(es) to 
encourage the deposition and retention of sandy material.  A schematic diagram, illustrating this process, 
is provided in Figure 4. 

The preferred design and configuration of the proposed groynes and/or promontories should be addressed 
in the subsequent Class EA for the shoreline alteration works.   

3.3.3 SITE CONNECTIVITY  

a)  Riverside Drive Pedestrian Crossings 

As part of the site safety recommendations that were received from the Windsor Police Service, it was 
noted that “high visibility pedestrian crossing points” should be established along Riverside Drive East 
adjacent to Sandpoint Beach Park in order to improve safety and connectivity to the site.  In reviewing 
the previous studies that were compiled via the environmental inventory process, it was noted that new 
pedestrian crossings have already been recommended for the current study area in the City’s ongoing 
Riverside Drive Vista Improvement Project (IBI Group, January 2007 – hereafter: ‘Vista Study’).  

The Vista Study evaluated the impacts and benefits of alternative Riverside Drive improvements through 
the current study area, with the objective of providing for safer and more attractive streetscapes along 
Riverside Drive.  The final recommendations included various modifications to the cross-section and 
alignment of Riverside Drive East through the current site – including:  new bike lanes, various 
intersection improvements, and the establishment of two new pedestrian crossings at Florence Avenue 
and Clover Street.  The design concept for these two proposed crossings were described in the Vista 
Study as Secondary Nodes (N2).  A summary of the proposed improvements to Riverside Drive through 
the current study area – including a depiction of a typical Secondary Node - is provided in Figure 5.  
Further details regarding the conceptual design and orientation of the proposed crossings are provided in 
Appendix D. 

The new Master Plan for Sandpoint Beach Park has been developed based on the assumption that the 
improvements to Riverside Drive East recommended in the Vista Study will be fully implemented 
through the current study area.   

b)  Parking 

The parking lot currently servicing Sandpoint Beach Park is located directly across Riverside Drive East 
from the existing beach, with access off of Florence Avenue.  Based on feedback from City staff 
regarding typical usage of the parking lot, the capacity of the existing facility (i.e., 143 parking spaces) 
is considered sufficient for the purposes of the proposed Master Plan.  Nevertheless, there are concerns 
that moving the beach eastward (i.e., away from the existing parking lot) will create new parking demand 
within the existing residential neighbourhood to the east, as park patrons will want to park closer to the 
beach.  
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To address this issue, the Project Team reviewed the existing on-street parking availability within the 
adjacent neighbourhood and identified several existing open spaces where new parking facilities could 
potentially be established.  A summary of this undertaking is provided here in Figure 6. 

It is recommended that a separate study be undertaken to determine the best solution for parking issues 
within the adjacent neighborhood.  

c)  Public Transit 

The closest Transit Windsor bus stop to Sandpoint Beach is currently located at the northwest corner of 
Florence Avenue and Wyandotte Street East.  This is approximately 560 metres from the existing beach.   

The City’s 2019 Transit Windsor Master Plan proposed new local transit routes that will include a bus 
stop at the corner of Riverside Drive East and Florence Avenue, adjacent to the existing parking lot.  
These proposed routes are pending Council approval and may be implemented as early as 2023.  The 
Project Team agrees that the establishment of a new bus stop at this location will greatly improve access 
to Sandpoint Beach Park for the general public. 

3.3.4 ACCESSIBILITY  

In order to maintain access to the lake at Sandpoint Beach for all, it is intended that the beach mats (i.e., 
Mobi-Mats) that the City has deployed in the past will be re-installed and potentially expanded upon at 
the new beach location.  Furthermore, the entire site will be designed to meet the most recent version of 
the provincial Design of Public Spaces Standards (O. Reg. 191/11).  

A report was also prepared and submitted to the Project Team by the Windsor Accessibility Advisory 
Committee, wherein they identified various opportunities for improved accessibility at the site, 
including:  accessible picnic tables, drop off area and kayak launch, among many others.  The 
recommendations in this report should be carefully considered during final detailed design of the park 
amenities.  A copy of this report has been attached in Appendix E for reference.   

3.3.5 INDIGENOUS HERITAGE  

The current project site is located adjacent to a municipal recreational pathway, located on the south side 
of Riverside Drive, known as the ‘Ganatchio’ Trail.  It is our understanding that this name is derived 
from an historic Onondaga name for Lake St. Clair. 

In 1982, the Windsor-St. Clair Rotary Club assisted in funding the creation of the Sandpoint Beach Totem 
Pole, which is located roughly in the centre of the park, and serves as a focal point for the main facilities 
building.  It was carved by a Nootkon artist, Wikinanish, in 22 weeks of work over 14 months of time.  
The log used for the pole was a red cedar, imported from British Columbia.  The totem pole is currently 
in need of repairs, including new paint, concrete base repairs, and restoration of some missing carvings 
near the bottom.  

The existing totem pole and the name of the adjacent municipal trail were intended to serve as a testament 
to the historic presence of the indigenous peoples in the area.  As such, the Project Team has considered 
enhancing and/or expanding the recognition of indigenous culture at Sandpoint Beach Park (e.g., plaques, 
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playground and splash pad features, and/or art installations).  In an effort to determine how this 
recognition could best be incorporated, the Project Team has contacted the local First Nations to offer 
consultation and solicit feedback regarding the Master Plan.  

As of the date of issuance of this report, no formal feedback has been received from the local First 
Nations.  Nevertheless, we strongly recommend that further consultation offers be extended prior to 
changing any existing site features or adding any additional amenities having an indigenous heritage 
component.  

3.3.6 MAINTENANCE & STORAGE  

The abandoned concession area in the centre module of the Main Facilities Building is currently being 
used primarily for storage.  There is also a small secondary storage building on site, in the grassed park 
area immediately east of the beach.  It is our understanding that in the off-season, some beach-related 
items are also stored off-site due to a lack of stage space at the park.  

To address these issues, the Master Plan proposes a new maintenance/storage building – to be located at 
the west end of the site.  This building should be designed to accommodate the storage needs for the 
entire site - thus freeing up the main building for other programming uses, such as a concession stand, 
an equipment rental location, storage lockers, or a lunchroom for employees.  

Based on our discussions with the City, it is understood that the following items would ideally be stored 
on-site: 

 An ATV; 
 Beach grooming items; 
 Beach lines; 
 Mobi-mats; and, 
 Lifeguard stations. 

The maintenance building also provides an opportunity to potentially include additional washrooms 
and/or employee lunch/locker rooms, if needed.  The size of the building should be based on the final 
storage and programming needs for the site. 

Site maintenance is another issue that was frequently mentioned in the feedback comments.  In order to 
maintain a clean and appealing beach, the City will need to determine a clear maintenance schedule for 
the site.  This will include the regular removal and off-site disposal of debris and lake vegetation that 
will inevitably collect on the beach and protective groyne structures. 

3.3.7 LANDSCAPING  

The final landscaping plan for Sandpoint Beach Park should be designed to support an urban active park 
environment.  In order to preserve views through the site, the plan should consist primarily of deciduous 
tree plantings, with shrubs and/or conifers to be included only where a screening or buffer function would 
be appropriate (i.e., adjacent to the neighbouring properties).  A large variety of tree species should be 
used in case any one species becomes subject to a disease or insect infestation in the future.  In such a 
case, the balance of the trees may survive. 
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The Master Plan has proposed a tree layout with small groups of 3 to 5 trees, clustered in such a way that 
open spaces will be created, providing views through the site to the water.  The species should generally 
be tall trees with the lower branches removed to provide for viewing beneath the tree canopies.  The tree 
layout is intended to be sensitive to the views from the houses south of Riverside Drive and from 
Riverside Drive itself.  That being said, the area should not be left completely open and devoid of trees.  

During detailed design, if small planting beds are incorporated into the landscaping plan to support the 
overall functionality of the site (i.e., for directing traffic and/or providing screening), they should consist 
mainly of grasses - which would be appropriate given the sandy, desert-like nature of the site.  In general, 
the plantings should be lighter in the beach area to provide more sun (as would be expected at a beach), 
but augmented with areas of clustered trees providing some shade to those who would prefer it.  We 
anticipate more plantings on the park side of the site, where shade can be provided anywhere in the grassy 
areas.  

Many of the existing trees at the east end of the proposed beach area will likely be lost due to the 
necessary changes in grade associated with the beach relocation.  The existing trees adjacent to the east 
property line should be preserved and maintained.  During the final design process, any existing healthy 
trees that could be saved should be identified and incorporated into the landscaping plan. 

The west end of the existing site between Riverside Drive and Lake St. Clair is referred to in the 
conceptual plan as a ‘wildlife corridor’.  The area consists primarily of long grasses, trees and shrubs.  It 
currently serves as a buffer between the public beach and the commercial gravel storage site immediately 
to the west.  This area is also being used by Environment and Climate Change Canada (ECCC) to study 
the migration and nesting of tree swallows.  The Master Plan includes provisions to maintain and enhance 
this wildlife corridor along the west end of the property.   

3.4 CONCEPTUAL DESIGN 

Based on the design criteria and staff feedback outlined above, the Project Team developed a conceptual 
Draft Master Plan for Sandpoint Beach Park.  A copy of this plan is attached as Figure 8. 

This plan was used as the basis for soliciting feedback from the public – as outlined in the public 
consultation process described below.

4.0 PUBLIC CONSULTATION 

4.1 PUBLIC INFORMATION CENTRE (PIC) 

A PIC was convened on 19 May 2022 at the Riverside Sportsmen Club – located just across Riverside 
Drive East from the project site.  The public and stakeholders were welcomed to stop by to review the 
proposed plan, ask questions of the Project Team, and provide feedback.  Attendees were also invited to 
fill out a survey and return it to the Project Team.  The PIC was well attended, with 84 people officially 
signed in.  Many of the attendees were local residents who stayed throughout the entire afternoon and 
evening sessions.   

Those who could not attend the PIC were able to view the same information on the City of Windsor’s 
website.  The website also included a link to the survey that could be completed online.  
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The following summarizes the information that was contained on each of the 12 information panels that 
were on display at the PIC - with a brief explanation concerning the purpose and objectives of each panel: 

 Welcome (Panel 1) – This panel was intended to welcome attendees to the PIC, explain the 
comment sheets, and introduce the Project Team.  

 Background, Project Objectives & Process (Panel 2) – This panel provided relevant background 
information on the project as well as an explanation of the Master Plan process.  

 Site Location (Panel 3) – This panel identified the Study Area and provided general information 
regarding the existing site. 

 Site Considerations (Panel 4) – This panel depicted scope of the known safety issue associated 
with the current beach location (vis-à-vis the deep water area) and illustrated the potential benefits 
of moving the beach eastward. 

 Existing Building and Programming (Panel 5) – This panel presented the layout and functions of 
the existing buildings on the site.  It also discussed the proposed programming desired for the 
building.  

 Archaeological and Cultural Heritage (Panel 6) – This panel was intended to discuss the existing 
Totem Pole on the site.  It highlights the history of Totem Pole and its current condition.  

 Parking Analysis & Public Transit (Panel 7) – This panel was intended to illustrate the existing 
parking lot location relative to the beach site, as well as the potential new transit stop at the corner 
of Florence Ave. and Riverside Drive.  Given the known parking issues along Clairview Ave, 
alternative parking locations were identified by the Project Team. The parking areas were not 
presented as proposed parking areas, but identified as potential parking opportunities.   

 Riverside Drive Crossings (Panel 8) – This panel was intended to present the Vista Study 
recommendations that were approved for Riverside Drive through the project site in 2007.   

 Proposed Master Plan (Panels 9-11) – These panels presented the Site Concept Plan for the study 
area.  They also provided information on the proposed programming, along with photos to 
illustrate certain site features and amenities.  

 Next Steps (Panel 12) – This panel explained that comments would be accepted on the project 
for a period of two weeks and that all information submitted to the Project Team would be made 
part of the public record for the project.  

A copy of all of the display materials that were presented at the PIC can be found in Appendix F. 

4.2 PUBLIC FEEDBACK SUMMARY 

This section of the report presents the results of the survey / questionnaires that were received at the PIC 
and online through the City’s website.  Comments were welcomed on the proposed Master Plan for two 
a period of weeks after the PIC (i.e., from 19 May to 2 June 2022).  

A large number of comments were received from the public over the course of the consultation period. 
Approximately 205 people responded in total. The following comments are representative of the overall 
feedback that was received: 

 Love the overall plan and the direction for the site; 
 New site will need a better maintenance plan (geese poop, beach debris); 
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 Too many shut downs for water quality (e-coli) issues; 
 Increased parking required in the neighbourhood; 
 Additional crosswalk needed at Clover Street; 
 Bike racks needed; 
 Playground and Splashpad are desired features; 
 Washrooms need updating; 
 Accessible kayak launch requested; 
 More shade/trees needed; 
 Less trees to keep views of the water open; 
 Keep and/or expand naturalized area; 
 Add palm trees; 
 Excited for a safer beach; 
 Does not think moving the beach will help with safety; 
 Keep or expand beach sports (volleyball courts); 
 Outdoor shower and foot wash station is needed; 
 Keep Stop 26 for Kayak use only; 
 Area for fishing requested; 
 Food trucks, kiosks and concession stands needed; 
 More benches and picnic tables throughout, and; 
 Make the park dog friendly / No dogs allowed; 

In reviewing the public comments, it was noted that the planting of palm trees along the new beach was 
requested by several respondents.  The Project Team does not recommend the use of artificial trees or 
species that are not common to the region as part of the final landscape plan.  In the interest of 
environmental sustainability, it would be preferable to include plantings which are native to the area and 
play an active role in the natural environment.

A full analysis of the comments as well as copies of all surveys (digital and paper) are attached in 
Appendix G.  

5.0 SANDPOINT BEACH PARK MASTER PLAN 

5.1 PLAN AMENDMENTS / FINAL MASTER PLAN 

After careful consideration of the feedback received through the various sources outlined above, the 
Project Team revised and finalized the new Sandpoint Beach Park Master Plan, which is attached here 
as Figure 9.  As illustrated, the final plan includes the following amendments: 

 The proposed fishing pier at the west end of the site has been realigned to minimize potential 
conflicts with the neighbouring gravel storage facility; 

 The proposed wildlife corridor has been expanded and enhanced; 
 A smaller building footprint is proposed for the new storage/maintenance building at the west 

end of the site; 
 The area around the proposed playground and pavilion structure has been realigned to improve 

traffic flow and functionality; 
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 A designated bicycle parking area has been established next to the Main Facilities Building; 
 More park benches and picnic tables have been added to the overall plan; 
 Beach volleyball courts have been added to the new beach area; 
 The rock groyne and trellis structure defining the kayak launch area at Stop 26 beach have been 

realigned to discourage intrusions into the neighbouring property to the east; and, 
 The proposed tree plantings on the site as a whole have been adjusted to more accurately reflect 

the landscaping recommendations and help preserve views of the lake.  

In reviewing the above, it should be understood that not all of the comments and recommendations 
received from the public could be accommodated in the final plan.  In making the final decisions, the 
Project Team did its best to strike a balance between the various interests, while putting a priority on 
items that would address the overall project objectives of improving site safety, accessibility, and 
aesthetics.  

5.2 PROJECT PHASING & BUDGET ESTIMATES 

Based on the concept depicted the final Master Plan, the Project Team is recommending that an overall 
budget in the range of $12 Million be set for this project.   

The preliminary cost estimate can be broken down as follows: 

A) Shoreline Works - Preliminary Estimate:  $1.65 Million 

Scope of work includes:  rock revetments, fishing pier, steel sheet piling, railings, beach 
excavation & regrading, etc. 

B) Site Works - Preliminary Estimate:  $2.2 Million 

Scope of work includes:  Site preparation, grading, concrete flatwork, drainage, pathways, drop-
off area, utilities & site services, curb & gutter, etc. 

C) Structures - Preliminary Estimate:  $2.25 Million 

Scope of work includes:  Renovations to the existing main building, construction of a new 
maintenance/storage building, lifeguard stations, trellis structures, totem pole restoration, etc. 

D) Recreational Features - Preliminary Estimate:  $1.85 Million 

Scope of work includes:  New splash pad, new playground structure and new pavilion and 
recreation features. 

E) Landscaping - Preliminary Estimate:  $1.25 Million 

Scope of work includes:  Trees & plantings, lawn areas, fencing, lighting, site furnishings, etc. 

F) Contingency/Engineering – 30% of the Construction Costs:  $2.8 Million 

Includes engineering, contract administration, project contingency and approvals. 
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Higher-end finishes and materials were assumed when preparing the budget estimate. The budget does 
not include HST.  A more detailed breakdown of the preliminary budget is attached in Appendix H. 

In reviewing the above, it should be noted that the improvements to Riverside Drive East through the 
current study area that were recommended via the Vista Study (i.e., the bike lanes, intersection 
improvements, and new pedestrian crossings) have not been included as part of the Sandpoint Beach 
Park budget.  For the purposes of this Master Plan, it has been assumed that those items will be budgeted 
and prioritized separately. 

6.0 PHASING, APPROVALS & IMPLEMENTATION 

6.1 PROJECT PHASING 

In order to address the primary issue of site safety, the Project Team strongly recommends that the 
relocation of the beach and associated site works (including the shore protection works, excavation & 
regrading, flatwork and landscaping) be made the first priority in any phasing scheme for this project. 

6.2 AGENCY APPROVALS & CONSULTATIONS 

In order to proceed with construction of the proposed works, approvals will be required from the 
following agencies: 

 Essex Region Conservation Authority (ERCA) - Permit required due to the site’s location within 
the regulated area of the Detroit River/Lake St. Clair shoreline. Pre-consultations have 
commenced with ERCA staff and some initial feedback has been received. 

 Department of Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO) – Ensures that no person carrying out any 
works, activities or undertakings below the high-water mark results in the harmful alteration, 
disruption or destruction (HADD) of fish habitat as per subsection 35(1) of the Fisheries Act. 
DFO also ensures the protection of federally-listed Threatened or Endangered aquatic species 
under the Species at Risk Act (SARA). 

 Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP) - Ensures that the impacts of the 
project do not contravene Section 9 (species protection) or Section 10 (habitat protection) of the 
Endangered Species Act (2007) for species provincially listed as Threatened or Endangered. 

 Site Plan Control – Prior to detail design, a site application for the proposed works will need to 
be submitted to the City’s Planning Department for review and approval.  This is triggered by the 
buildings and parking modifications proposed in the Master Plan. 

6.3 RECOMMENDATIONS & IMPLEMENTATION 

Based on the feedback received through the Public Consultation Process, the Project Team recommends 
that the following actions be taken by the City to prepare for implementation of the Sandpoint Beach 
Park Master Plan: 

 A full list of items that the City wishes to be stored on-site should be determined prior to final 
sizing of the proposed maintenance building; 

 The various site programming issues identified in the Functional Program Report should be 
reviewed and resolved (see Appendix C);  
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 A study should be undertaken to address the parking issues that were noted in the residential 
neighbourhood immediately to south of the site; 

 Further efforts should be made to engage with local First Nations to obtain feedback and input 
prior to making any changes to the indigenous heritage representation in the park; 

 A clear and detailed beach maintenance program should be prepared for the site – with an 
emphasis on beach grooming and debris collection/disposal to maintain a clean and appealing 
beach site for the public and the neighbours; and, 

Upon completion of the above, we recommend that the City of Windsor proceed with implementation of 
the Master Plan by: 

 Confirming the desired phasing strategy; 
 Proceeding with implementation of the improvements to Riverside Drive East through the current 

study area as proposed in the Vista Study; 
 Retaining a qualified team of consultants to prepare functional and detail designs for each of the 

project components and finalize all necessary approvals; and, 
 Proceeding to tendering and construction of the proposed works. 

It should be noted that a Class Environmental Assessment (EA) was completed for the shoreline 
improvements identified as part of the Master Plan for the site.  The Preferred Solution and all 
recommendations as a result of the EA should be followed as part of the implantation of the Master Plan.

1. Please ensure the alignment of the pedestrian access north of 
Riverside Drive at Florence Ave. is lined up with the existing crosswalk.  
Currently it is shown a little closer towards the centre of the intersection.  
We want people walking inside the crosswalk.  Very slight but just to 
2. Issue with the layout at Clover.  The opening to the driveway is too 
close to where the pedestrian access comes out.  Creates a safety 
issue with the proposed pedestrian crossing.  People will mistake the

parking issue for people on Clover.  They already deal with a problem 
caused by the ice cream shop and this will make the situation worse.
1. South of Wyandotte, Florence and Clover are both going to be 
extended; timing is unconfirmed (development-driven). Consultant is 
currently working on TIS, expect connection may be soon.

2. For the road extensions, we’ve told consultant to take into account 
the road classifications of the existing sections of Florence (Class 2 
Collector) and Clover (Local) between Wyandotte and Riverside Drive, 
and to recommend whatever they need to (e.g. some sort of traffic 
calming) to make sure that the traffic volumes on these existing 
sections stay in the acceptable range for their classification. We’ve had 
some inquiries from residents on Clover north of Wyandotte who are 
worried about traffic volume increases when Clover gets extended.

3. If we’re successful at keeping volumes on Clover down, then there 
shouldn’t be anything needed for improvements at Clover & Riverside

• The area along the North side of Riverside drive is delineated with old 
parking curbs.  Is there an opportunity to put a barrier curb or something 
along the road so that we could remove the curbs and avoid vehicles 
from entering the park?
• The kayak launch will be well used, could parking be added South of 
Riverside Drive or somewhere else to accommodate the users?
• The proposed kayak launch parking when full will only force people to 
park along the side of the internal kayak roadway to unload their kayak 
and then go park somewhere else.  This may cause some congestion.  
Consider limiting parking to 10min for unloading only.

Shoreline protection is first concern.  Not a ton of wildlife using area, 
lack of natural shoreline.  Need a place to release map tutles in the city.  
Wild life like crossing to/from Peche Island, migrating water foul.  
Endangered eastern fox snakes love large rocks where waves crash.

The bird houses, which are located at the west most end of Sandpoint 
Beach in a naturalized area and includes swale connected to the river, 
are Tree Swallow (TRES) boxes (with a passive air sampler attached to 
one of the t-poles that has a nest box).  I don't foresee any conflict as 
the proposed area for public use is located at the east end.  
Environment Canada (Environment & Climate Change Canada, 
Science & Technology Branch, 867 Lakeshore Rd, Burlington, ON L7S 
1A1) installed the boxes and attended the site several times a week 
between late April to mid/late July to perform nest checks, collect eggs 
and sample chicks.  They asked that the City refrain from trimming the 
grass/shrubbery around them until the birds left the nest mid/late July.  
They weren’t allowed to conduct field projects in 2020/2021 due to covid 
restrictions, but they left the boxes in place for the birds to use.  Glenn 
Barrett, Wildlife Toxicology Technician, Science & Technology Branch, 
Environment and Climate Change Canada/Government of Canada.  
Shane de Solla is the lead researcher (was Pam Martin) and their local 
contractor checking the boxes in 2019 was Nicole Shangi.

It would be very advantageous for wildlife if we are able to expand this 
naturalized area. It could provide a much needed refuge for the wide 
variety of wildlife living along the shoreline as well as for the wildlife who 
cross back and forth to Peche Island

First, it provides a berm for flood protection 
and northeast wave action and second it provides us with a natural 
barrier for blowing snow in the winter.

 The inclusion of a continuous pedestrian pathway that appears to 
span the entire width of the property from the very westerly point (at the 
fishing pier platform) to the most easterly point (near the kayak launch 
across from Clover Street) is a good design concept from a public 
safety perspective.  This is because it provides a reliable mechanism to 
inject ongoing, random, natural surveillance of the broader park and 
beach property by lawful users, effectively creating an “Eyes-on-the-
Park” concept.  Besides creating a natural deterrent of placing 
witnesses along the way, this also allows more effective reporting of 
incidents to police as observed by lawful users.  Since it is both 
inevitable and reasonable this pathway will get used, even beyond 
normal daylight hours (such as in colder months when it gets darker 
sooner), proper lighting should be provided:
o Recommend full cut off LED fixtures with a sustained minimum 
illumination level of between 2.0 and 2.5 foot-candles (fc)
o As this is an outdoor application, fixtures should ideally be equipped 
with colour temperatures of 4000 degrees Kelvin (4000K), and have a 
minimum colour rendering index (CRI) of 70.  Beyond merely the 
amount of illumination (which is certainly important), these two fixture 
specifications produce a very high quality of lighting that optimizes 
visibility, feelings of safety, and quality of eye witness testimony when 
reporting on observed activity.

 The functional program report makes note of ensuring certain 
physical features (such as benches and other public surfaces) be 
treated with an anti-graffiti coating.  This is a very good idea for a public 
asset such as this where vandalism is often, regrettably, an outcome 
that a community must deal with.  Pre-treating vulnerable public 
surfaces makes cleaning up acts of vandalism faster and easier, 
maintaining a strong message by the owner (City of Windsor) that such 
behavior is neither acceptable or tolerated.

 For soft landscaping items, most notably trees and shrubs, it is very 
important the spacing of individual trees/shrubs be carefully determined 
with what these plantings will look like at maturity.  The point here being 
that if they are planted to close together, they will eventually “bush up” 
too much, creating large sections of clustered trees and shrubs that 
block sight lines and thus, create areas for unlawful behavior to 
germinate.  Both spacing and species of plantings are key to keep sight 
lines maintained over the long term.  A balance of coniferous and 
deciduous plantings are also recommended to help achieve safe 
outcomes.

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 An area of the site that carries the elevated risk for unlawful 
bahaviour to possible establish is on the west side where the proposed 
pavilion/gazebo structure is situated adjacent to the 
maintenance/storage building.  Such elements can become attractive to 
potential misuse, particularly during off hours (such as later in the 
evening and overnight).  Lighting is critical in and around these two 
structures and consideration should be given to supplementing any 
static lights with motion-activated floodlights.  These will offer the added 
value of coming on suddenly as triggered by activity, having the dual 
benefit of scaring off intruders and also drawing attention to the area by 
potential witnesses who can observe activity and call police if 
necessary.  It is also critically important that an unobstructed sight line 
be maintained between the pavilion and the roadway to ensure this 
space maintains a high degree of ongoing “visual accountability”.

 Some careful thought should be given to placing high visibility 
pedestrian crossing points on Riverside Drive at key locations to ensure 
drivers obtain enhanced visual awareness of the potential for frequent 
crossings by pedestrians – many of who will be children.  Designating 
specific areas where we want people to more formally cross the 
roadway will consolidate pedestrian cross traffic better, resulting in a 
safer and more effective design.  At a minimum, this should include 
high visibility pavement markings in concert with prominent signs to 
alert passing drivers but more robust traffic calming applications (such 
as raised crossed walks) would be optimal.  It is simply very important 
the roadway section in this general area fronting the redeveloped 
Sandpoint Beach and park be very safe, as a recognition of the above 
average amount of pedestrian/vehicle interaction that is likely to occur in 
this area.

 The proposed “ornamental” fence to be placed along the vast majority 
of the frontage must be of a type that does not restrict visibility into and 
out from the site in any way.  In this regard, a steel picket style fence is 
ideal as it is tasteful looking, robust, and presents no visual impairment 
whatsoever.

 The locations proposed for the public washrooms and bicycle parking 
are excellent for establishing lower risk activity outcomes.  Their 
combined placement up closer to the roadway builds accountability of 
use, a natural deterrent to opportunities for misuse.

10. The closest existing bus stop to the beach is located on Wyandotte 
at Florence Northwest Corner.

As Past-President of the Association of Ontario Land Surveyors I was 
asked to chair a committee called the "Beach Rights Task Force". On 
this Committee, were experts on water boundary issues as well as The 
Surveyor General of Ontario representing MNRF. We were charged 
with (amongst other things) coming up with a standard policy to address 
the issues of accretion and erosion along beach properties such as 
Sandpoint Beach. I'm attaching an article I wrote for the AOLS quarterly 
which lists the basic investigation needed to offer an opinion on water 
boundaries. 

The plans you sent all show the limits of the properties defined as "the 
water's edge" on the date of the survey. These properties are all listed 
as "Riparian" meaning their limits naturally move with the slow and 
imperceptible changes in the shoreline. (I have over the years read a lot 
of original Crown Patents for Windsor lakefront property. There are 
NEVER any reservations in those Patents). 
In my opinion, the current limit of the sand beach at Sandpoint is the 
best evidence of the true boundary of the land portion of the property. 
The only possible exception would be in areas where an artificial 
retaining wall MAY have been built out into the bed of  Lake St. Clair.

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In 1987, the Detroit River was identified by the Great Lakes Water 
Quality Agreement as an Area of Concern due to degraded water 
quality, among other things. A major clean-up effort was initiated with a 
commitment from all levels of government and with stakeholders, to 
partner under the Detroit River Canadian Cleanup to support this effort. 
A lot of work has been done already, including cleaning up 
contaminated sediment in Turkey Creek and improving local 
wastewater treatment plants. 

To ensure these efforts have been successful and to monitor the 
success of future remediation projects, Environment Canada began a 
Tree Swallow project at four locations along the Canadian side of the 
Detroit River in 2016.  Tree Swallows are a small migratory songbird 
that forages primarily on insects which emerge out of sediment. Tree 
Swallows are useful indicators providing information to 1) assess 
reproduction and deformities in wildlife, 2) assess contaminant levels in 
the sediment, and 3) contribute to the weight of evidence to delist the 
Detroit River as an Area of Concern due in part to the successful 
cleanup of Turkey Creek sediment. 25 nest boxes were set up in each 
of the following 3 sites; White Sands Conservation Area (Boblo Island 
(Amherstburg)), Riverdance Park (LaSalle), Windsor Salt-Ojibway Mine 
(LaSalle). The 25 boxes at the upstream/top of river site are split 
between Sandpoint Beach Park (15 boxes) and Shanfield Shores Park 
(10 boxes).  Nest boxes are mounted on 6’ t-posts (installed approx. 1’ 
into ground).  Between 2016-2019 the boxes were monitored 2-3 times 
per week by researchers once the birds returned from their migration in 
April thru to July when the chicks fledge (depart from box). Data were 
collected on reproductive success (clutch size, hatching success, 
fledging success, weight at fledging) and contaminants (including 
PCBs, Mercury, and PBDEs) were measured in collected eggs. Feather 
and/or tissue sampling of chicks occurred in 2018 and 2019 and 
immune health was also assessed.  Ambient air quality was measured 
at several sites using passive pass-through air samplers designed to 
quantify PAH levels. Comparisons will be made with other Ontario Tree 
Swallow sites and also with Tree Swallow data collected on the 
American side of the river where sediment contamination is known to be 
far greater.  No field data were collected at our Detroit River Tree 
Swallow sites in 2020 or 2021 due to COVID19 restrictions.  It is 
uncertain at this time what amount of field work will be occur in 2022 
due to funding constraints and field work restrictions due to COVID19.

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1.0 BACKGROUND 

1.1 PURPOSE 

Bezaire Partners (Bezaire) has been retained to work with Landmark Engineers Inc. to 

develop an Environmental Assessment for the municipal facilities known locally as 

Sandpoint Beach.  The first phase of the work includes a written functional program.  The 

functional program includes program elements as we understand them as well as 

“decision points”  where a decision is required by the owner or  project manager.  

Ultimately, the functional program will be combined with the site inventory to produce a 

masterplan for the site.  The masterplan will form part of the basis for the public 

consultation. 

1.2 THE SITE 

The site is located at 10300 Riverside Dr. East along the south shore of Lake St. Clair.  The 

site is approximately 2 hectares in area with 465 metres of lake access.  The site includes  

a swim beach with lifeguards, washrooms and change facility, a playground, beach 

volleyball, a possible concession, and nearby parking.  A totem pole sits as the focal 

point of the site.  In 1982, the Rotary Club of Windsor – St. Clair assisted in funding the 

creation of the Sandpoint Beach Totem Pole. A Nootkon native, Wikinanish, worked for 

over 14 months to create the Totem Pole. Painted red cedar, it is 1524cm x 86cm 

(diameter). The red cedar log is from the area of British Colombia where the Nootka 

peoples live. 

1.3 THE ISSUES 

Several issues have been raised by the study team: 

PUBLIC SAFETY IN WATER:  The westerly edge of the swim area has been identified as 

presenting a risk for swimmers due to a steep fall off.  A portion of the beach at the west 

end of the site has been fenced to discourage use of that portion of the beach.  The 

beach access to the water will be re-located to the east.  

WATER QUALITY:  Several factors contribute to highly variable water quality test results.  

Some families may decide that it is either unsafe or undesirable to be in contact with the 

water when water quality warnings are issued for the beach.  Consideration should be 

given to providing an alternative activity. 

PUBLIC SAFETY AT ROAD CROSSING:  The parking that is available to the site is located on the 

south side of Riverside Drive.  People accessing the park must cross the road at a 

signalized intersection at Florence.  A second pedestrian crossing is recommended in the 

“Vista Study” for the end of Clover.  Each end of the crosswalks should be kept open to 

ensure visibility. The only drop off area for loading or unloading things is at the east end of 
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the site.  The capacity of the drop-off facility is probably insufficient if it is to service the 

beach in addition to the kayak launch area.  

CONDITION OF THE EXISTING BUILDING:  The existing building has been assessed for condition 

and is found to be suitable  but in need of maintenance and improvements.  Refer to the 

building condition report.  

LACK OF COMMERCIAL/COMMUNITY SPACE FOR RENTALS AND PROGRAMS:  Although the site has from 

time to time accommodated rentals and or community programs, the site is not currently 

configured for that  purpose. 

BEST USE OF THE EXISTING BUILDING: Consideration should be given to providing an alternate 

location for storage and possible reorganization of the washroom/change 

room/concession.   

1.4 THE INDIGENOUS HISTORY 

The beach is located along a municipal recreational trail on the south side of Riverside 

Drive known as the “Ganatchio” trail. The name comes from the Native American/First 

Nations name for Lake St. Clair. In 1982, the Rotary Club of Windsor-St. Clair assisted in 

funding the creation of the Sandpoint Beach Totem Pole. It was carved by a Nootkon 

native, Wikinanish, in 22 weeks of work over 14 months of time.  

Lake St. Clair is located in the traditional territory of the Haudenosaunee, Ojibwa, Miami 

and Potawatomi First Nations. Daniel Harrison, in his article on the indigenous occupation 

of the St. Clair area describes a landscape and identity present from the St. Clair River to 

Bois Blanc or Bob-lo Island.

recognition may be warranted. 
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2.0 FUNCTIONAL PROGRAM 

2.1 PROPOSED CONCEPT SUMMARY 

We propose to continue use of the existing building and adjacent amenities as the focal 

point for the site. Access to the site will continue from the south side of Riverside Dr. at 

Florence with a second access point is planned in the Vista Study as a pedestrian 

crossing at Clover.  

The roadway crossing will connect to a network of internal walkways known as the “Park 

Walk” where it abuts the green portion of the site and the “Beach Walk” where it abuts 

the Beach.  The park shoreline would be a revetment design with a vertical wall 

component and railing.  A 4m wide walkway would extend along the shore wall from the 

west end of the site to the totem pole. 

The site will be reorganized moving the beach to the area between the totem pole and 

the existing kayak launch to the east.  The green area of the site will be located from the 

totem pole westerly  to the west limit of the site. The beach will be separated from the 

road by a green buffer which will be installed to accommodate a future barrier curb and 

gutter as proposed under the Vista Study. 

Improved storage and maintenance facilities are proposed for the far west end of the 

site with vehicular access from Riverside Dr. This access will also provide an emergency 

access point for the West End of the site. During final design we will determine whether 

an employee lunchroom and washroom facility are needed and where they should be 

situated. 

The east end of the site will continue to function as a kayak launch and will be served by 

the existing vehicular drop off at that east end. This access will continue to be used to 

unload or load kayaks. Because it will be closer to the beach, we propose that it should 

be expanded in capacity to handle more vehicles.   This would serve people wanting to 

unload chairs, umbrellas, etc. for use at the beach rather than carrying them across 

Riverside Drive from the parking area. 

A splash pad is proposed as an alternative to swimming in the lake.  Consideration should 

be given to locating it near the existing buildings to take advantage of the existing water 

service, electrical service and provide a location for required mechanical equipment.  If 

the playground was located in the park area nearby, both could be used to recall the 

indigenous history of the area.   

Currently, the site has two lifeguard stands along the beach.  We understand that guards 

must rotate frequently because of the heat.  It may be possible to either provide some 

shade or to utilize a lifeguard station instead.  The larger facility would provide shelter 

and the potential for emergency communications at the station.

In association with the roadway safety improvement recommended in Section 7.4.3 for Program Section 4, and 

based on the evaluation of optional treatments, a raised intersection treatment is proposed at the N-1 Riverdale 

Avenue node.

7.5  Program Section 5: Riverdale Avenue to East City Limit

This most easterly Program Section is characterized by abutting single family residential property along the north 

side, along with a portion of the Lakeview Park Marina, a block of vacant industrial properties currently used for 

aggregate storage in the vicinity of Little River Corridor Park and the Sandpoint Beach, Ganatchio and Stop 26 

Parks.  The south side is characterized by the parallel Ganatchio Trail with associated off-street parking lots abutting 

low, medium and high density residential developments.  The eastern gateway at the City border with the Town of 

Tecumseh is proposed as a Special Streetscape Improvement Area – East End.

7.5 .2   EXCLUSIVE BIKE LANES

It is proposed that exclusive bike lanes extend through Program Section 5 within the 13.6 m minimum right-of-way, 

terminating at the Shoreview/Lakeview node, primarily to serve faster utilitarian cycling.  The off-road Ganatchio 

Trail to the south will continue to accommodate mixed types of users at slower recreational speeds and cycling 

capabilities.

7.5 .3   SIDEWALK AND BARRIER CURB RECONSTRUCTION

Providing a continuous sidewalk along the south side of Riverside Drive in Program Section 5 is recommended 

as an alternative pedestrian route to the nearby mixed use Ganatchio Trail.  As a result, adding a new north 

sidewalk east of the Marina was also evaluated, but screened out from further consideration owing to the lack 

of need for a sidewalk on this side of Riverside Drive. However, since the reconstruction and improvement of 

Riverside Drive will be staged (see Section 8.2), the sidewalk along the south side road right-of-way may be 

moved to the north side along the residential properties extending from the east edge of Lakeview Park Marina, 

east to Shoreline Circle/Lakeview Avenue.  The Ganatchio Trail would then serve all pedestrian movement 

needs on the south side, and a north side sidewalk would serve only the Riverside Drive residents on that side.  

This option can be fi nalized at the detailed design stage.

Program Section 5 also exhibits Riverside Drive surface conditions rated as poor and requiring reconstruction.  

As in Sections 3 and 4, this reconstruction will provide the opportunity to install standard barrier curbs on both 

sides of Riverside Drive, resulting in a consistent edge treatment along the entire 16 km alignment.  Also, as 

in Sections 3 and 4, barrier curbs will restrict any encroachment of private property activities, such as parallel 

parking and landscaping.

7.5 .4   TRAFFIC CALMING

Four types of traffi c calming measures are recommended at the following nodes in Program Section 5 based on 

the evaluation of optional treatments in Section 7.3.5:

Raised intersection as part of the N-1 node treatment at Riverdale Avenue;

N-2 node treatment with Intersection Pedestrian Signals at the Florence Avenue, Clover Street, 

realigned Greenpark Boulevard intersection and at Shoreline Circle/Lakeview Avenue; and

Textured crosswalk surface treatments at these nodes owing to distance from noise sensitive residential 

receptors.

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minor portions of selected riverfront parkland.  Because one primary purpose of each node is to offer an improved

pedestrian crossing capability on Riverside Drive, it is important that the location of nodes is dictated by the type of 

pedestrian crossing treatment being provided to ensure maximum safety, with minimum risk of liability to the City of 

Windsor:

N-1 Primary Nodey : Located only at major signalized intersections or mid-block pedestrian signal locations, N-1 

nodes include a raised and coloured pavement surface across the intersection as a traffi c calming feature, and to 

enhance the visibility and special character of these nodes.  Landscaping, public art, information signage and other 

features that do not require Environmental Assessment approval will be added to each N-1 node based on the

streetscape design guidelines developed for Riverside Drive (see Section 8.3) in the fi nal installation plans.  Exhibit

7.1 shows an N-1 node concept located on the westerly section of Riverside Drive, with a pedestrian promenade on 

the north side of the Drive as planned in the CRIP plan, and the

existing sidewalk on the south side.  Some N-1 node locations 

have a recommended sidewalk on both sides of the Drive as

explained further in this program.

N-2 Secondary Nodey : Located only with intersection pedestrian 

signals (IPS) or mid-block locations as shown at right that are

pedestrian activated, N-2 nodes provide pedestrian crossings

in key locations along the Drive, often associated with the 

location of riverfront parkland.  They are also recommended in

locations where they announce a change in character along the 

Drive, especially at major side-street intersections.  Mid-block 

nodes are also located to serve pedestrian crossing to longer 

expanses of parkland where pedestrian may be expected to 

“jay-walk”, rather than walk an extra distance to cross at an 

intersection. Exhibit 7.2 shows the design concept of a N-2

node with a coloured surface treatment and marked crosswalks. 

An Intersection Pedestrian Signal (IPS) is a traffi c signal designed solely to assist pedestrians in safely crossing a 

major roadway. An IPS only regulates the traffi c on the main street. Vehicles approaching an intersection from a side 

street are controlled by the STOP signs. At an IPS both motorists and pedestrians have responsibilities to ensure

public safety.  In Windsor, an IPS can be pre-empted by a Fire Department response vehicle similar to traffi c signal

pre-emption in order reduce emergency response time delays.

N-3 Tertiary Node:y Located at locations with no existing stop controls and crossing pavement markings, N-3 nodes

are provided with a centre median refuge island to facilitate safer pedestrian crossings as shown on Exhibit 7.3. 

These nodes will not only serve to increase pedestrian crossing and accessibility, but will also include access to

additional pedestrian features such as stairways to riverfront parkland, the Pedestrian Promenade, prominent

vista enhancement, public art and public information.  They will also function as visual and physical traffi c calming 

features where installed.

1. Ensure the fishing platform area is accessible to persons with disabilities, including 
wheelchairs, so they also can fish. The link below is to a standard used in the USA 
regarding accessible fishing piers. Evaluate this option for this location. (See page 
10-11 for possible suggestions for accessible sections of rails https://www.access-
board.gov/files/ada/guides/fishing.pdf ).Are there safety concerns with respect to the 
height of that guard rail and if so, is there a way to address this effectively? Can 
increased color contrast be included in the railings to assist as a safety feature for 
low vision patrons?  

2. The viewing area should have a section of railing that is at a height accessible to 
persons in wheelchairs or other mobility devices or a section of the viewing area 
designated for and built to accommodate persons with disabilities.  

3. Strongly recommend that the lifeguard house should have a flashing red light on the 
roof visible from the water for D(d)eaf, deafened and hard of hearing swimmers that 
may not hear a lifeguard using a bullhorn or speaker and microphone installation. 

4. This project must meet the requirements as set out in the DESIGN OF PUBLIC 
SPACES STANDARDS in O. Reg. 191/11:  Integrated Accessibility Standards 
(https://www.ontario.ca/laws/regulation/110191#BK100  (including but not limited to 
the section on beach access routes). Confirmation of the adoption of hard surfacing 
materials on the pathways. Questions arose surrounding the type of material to be 
used. Surfacing should include sufficient contrast that would aid the in navigation and 
be easily distinguishable from non-paved area adjacent to the path. 

5. Inclusion of accessible picnic tables (preference was noted regarding round ones) so 
that individuals in wheelchairs could enjoy seating areas. All tables must conform to 
2.8.2 Tables and Work Surfaces of the Windsor of the 2006 Windsor Accessibility 
Design Standard for details and provide for sufficient knee and toe space. 



As per O. Reg. 191/11: Integrated Accessibility Standards 

Outdoor public use eating areas, general requirements 

80.17 Obligated organizations, other than small organizations, shall ensure that 
where they construct or redevelop outdoor public use eating areas that they 
intend to maintain, the outdoor public use eating areas meet the following 
requirements: 

1. A minimum of 20 per cent of the tables that are provided must be 
accessible to persons using mobility aids by having knee and toe 
clearance underneath the table and in no case shall there be fewer than 
one table in an outdoor public use eating area that meets this requirement. 

2. The ground surface leading to and under tables that are accessible to 
persons using mobility aids must be level, firm and stable. 

3. Tables that are accessible to persons using mobility aids must have clear 
ground space around them that allows for a forward approach to the 
tables. O. Reg. 413/12, s. 6. 

6. Requesting addition of charging stations for mobility devices--Determine the 
convenient location and signage of a power or charging station(s) for mobility devices. 
Directional signage to the charging station should also be provided in key locations of 
the beach. Charge receptacles should be mounted between 400 mm (15¾ in) to 1100 
mm (43¼ in) height and visible at a distance. 

These types of charging stations are offered in a number of other municipalities and 
the committee would like to start including these at city facilities and properties when 
new projects arise. 



7. Need adequate rest areas along all pathways--Rest areas should be approximately 
30m area apart on the pathways. It should also provide shaded cover for seniors and 
persons with disabilities that may struggle with the heat. Suggest including some rest 
areas with shade along pathways. See Section 6.9.2.2 Windsor Facility Accessibility 
Design Standard. 

8. There is no public transit bus stop to this beach; this is a matter that needs to be 
adequately addressed given that persons with disabilities that rely on public transit 
would not be able enjoy the beach if one is not provided. 

9. There must be one or more fully accessible pedestrian crosswalks between the beach 
area and the parking lot that will accommodate mobility devices. This must include 
curb ramps/wheelchair ramps along the full accessible path including entrances. An 
audible pedestrian crosswalk signal should also be considered for pedestrians 
crossing from the parking lot opposite the beach. 

10. The distance from the parking lot to the beach will create barriers for some individuals 
with mobility limitations. This will further be exacerbated by the fact that individuals 
often carrying a variety of materials for a day at the beach.  

The committee has several suggestions: 

1. Add an accessible passenger loading/drop off zone (with signage and curb ramp)-
-Passenger loading and drop-off zones are important features for: · people who 
have difficulty walking long distances or have limited stamina; · users of mobility 
aids; and · people who travel with companions or caregivers (e.g., person with 
vision loss or cognitive disability, the very young, and seniors). This will ensure 
those with disabilities have a dedicated drop off just for them.   Here is an example 
of an accessible drop-off/loading zone compliant with current standards and best 
practices: 

2. In addition to the accessible drop off/loading zone, a few accessible parking spots 
should be available to persons with disabilities on the side of the road where the 
beach is or a designated parking space(s) at or near the Kayak and SUP launch 
beach drop off area.  

11. Ensure the parking area is fully AODA compliant (O. Reg. 191/11:  Integrated 
Accessibility Standards (https://www.ontario.ca/laws/regulation/110191#BK100  ) and 



have spots available for accessible vans with a loading and unloading area since this 
is a multi-use lot that serves the beaches, residents, and those enjoying the trails.  

12. There must be accessibility signage (with sans serif font, sufficient colour contrast and 
braille where appropriate) throughout the site including but not limited to signs 
directing residents to accessible amenities such as charging stations. 

13. Designate one or more of the changing rooms as a universal changing room or family 
changing room to provide for situations in which a family member or spouse may have 
to assist another family member. We always recommend an adjustable height adult 
change table and lift system.  If one is not provided, please ensure adequate space 
for one if provided in future.

14. Inclusion of a seasonal beach accessibility mats and a ramp with a railing that goes 
into the water that to provide access to the water for persons with disabilities. This is 
used at some camps such as the CNIB Lake Joseph Centre. Must ensure selected 
material is slip-resistant  to guard against moss or other slip and fall hazards. 

15. This would be a wonderful accessible feature that would enhance universal 
accessibility for everyone using the launch area and would be a draw for people to 
come to this beach. Equipping the Kayak and SUP launch area with a universal, 
accessible kayak and SUP launch to provide a range of residents with the ability to 
participate in water activities. If this area is to be commercialized, then ensure it is a 
requirement in the RFP process. See below for an illustration of a launcher and added 
resources

These 
may be managed effectively by landscaping and might only be trimmed. 

21. Can it be confirmed on which side of the rock groynes does sand actually collect and 
whether it collects on both sides? 

22. Potentially the need for wave deflectors on or near break walls where appropriate

Background

Sandpoint Beach is a Municipally-owned Park that provides recreational facilities and public beach access to Lake St. Clair. It is our understanding that over the past few decades there
have been several drownings that have occurred at the park – primarily due to patrons straying outside the marked swimming areas.

The primary purpose of this redesign is to modify the existing shoreline and swimming facilities within the park in a manner that would improve public safety.

In December 2021, Landmark Engineers Inc. was retained by the City to undertake this Master Plan, in preparation for a shoreline Environmental Assessment (EA) and eventual
implementation of the project.

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Site Considerations – Swimming Beach Location

Existing Facilities Building

The existing facilities building is located at the center of the site, nearest the primary
access at Florence Ave. It was constructed in 1982 and contains men’s and women’s
washrooms/change rooms, a roll-up concession door, storage rooms and a life guard
break room. The concession space is currently being used for off-season storage. An
outdoor shower is also located on the west side of the building.

The building structure is generally in good condition, although the interior is in need
of updates; paint and minor repairs.

A small storage building is located within Ganatchio Park (east of the main building)
and currently stores park maintenance equipment.

Totem Pole

“In spring of 1984 a Totem-Pole standing in front of the pavilion at Sand Point Beach was
erected and dedicated as a tribute to the history of the Native Americans who frequented this
area. This Totem, carved by a Nootkon Indian Sculptor "Wikinanish", contains within its design,
working from the bottom up, a beaver, a porcupine, a turtle, another beaver, a bear, an
inverted deer in the grasp of a wolf, a snake and a hawk. These images represent local Cree,
Ojibway, Mohawk, Cayuga, Seneca, Oneida, and other tribes who frequented this area in years
past primarily for hunting. The huge 50 foot red cedar log, donated to our Rotary club by
Western Forest Products, was shipped across the country from British Columbia to Windsor
courtesy of the Canadian Pacific Railway, and was carved over a period of twenty two weeks in
the hallway of St. Vincent de Paul School. This completed the design concept of the Ganatcio
Park Facilities Building.”

Totem Pole Condition

The structural connection at the
base of the totem pole is in need of
repairs. The existing concrete is
starting to crumble and the wood is
deteriorating around the connection
point. The decorative paint on the
totem pole is also starting to wear
and fade.

Archaeological Potential

A Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment of the project site has been completed by AMICK
Consultants Inc. The study area has been identified as a property that exhibits potential to
yield archaeological deposits of Cultural Heritage Value or Interest (CHVI). The objectives of the
Stage 1 Background Study have therefore been met in accordance with the results of this
investigation.

A Stage 2 on-site Archaeological assessment will be undertaken as part of the environmental
inventory. Local First Nations have been invited to attend and witness the on-site assessment.

Vista Study

The approved Riverside Drive Vista Improvements Project (Vista Study, 2007) evaluated the impacts and
benefits of alternative Riverside Drive improvements through the current study area. The objective was to
provide safer and more attractive streetscapes along Riverside Drive. For the two proposed crossing
nodes that connect to the current Study Area, the Vista Study recommends a Secondary Node (N2).

The Sandpoint Beach Park Masterplan has been developed based on the assumption that the
improvements to Riverside Drive East recommended in the Vista Study will be implemented through the
current study area.

PUBLIC FEEDBACK SURVEY SUMMARY

This report presents the results of the feedback survey / questionnaires for the Sandpoint Beach Park Master Plan that

were submitted at the 19 May 2022 PIC and online through the City’s website. Comments were welcomed regarding

the proposed Master Plan for a period of two weeks after the PIC (i.e., from May 19th to June 2nd, 2022). Copies of

all surveys received (both digital and paper) are attached in this Appendix for reference purposes.

More than 200 comments were received from the public over the course of the consultation period. The Project

Team has endeavoured to include a list of typical comments that are representative of the overall feedback that was

received.

The feedback below has been presented based on number of responses received for to each question. (Note:

Questions 1 and 2 were for internal project use to assist with future project notifications)

Question 3: What is your relationship to the Sandpoint Beach Park? Please indicate all that apply to you.

Approximately 205 people responded to the survey either in whole or in part. Of these, 177 responded

online and 28 completed the paper survey. Some online respondents attend the PIC and completed the

online survey as well as submitting a paper copy. Based on responses to question 3, it appears that

approximately 65% of the comments received were from local residents and/or property owners.

Considering the high number of respondents that identify as local residents, it is not surprising that a large

percentage travel to the Park by either walking or biking. The number of respondents indicating that they

use Public Transit was very low (approx. 1%), which may be due to the distance from the beach to the

nearest Transit Windsor bus stop (approximately 560 metres).

Beach safety was the main concern expressed by respondents in this category. More discussion regarding

beach safety can be found in Section X of the Master Plan report.

The placement and quantity of trees was also a concern for many respondents. Maintaining views from the

road to the water needs to be balanced with the need for shade at the site. The recommended Master Plan

has taken these comments into consideration, with updated the tree planting locations selected to better

suit the concerns of respondents.

Connectivity to the Ganatchio Trail and the existing neighbourhood to the south - as well as parking

concerns - are discussed in Section 9 of the Master Plan report.

Connectivity and Parking

Question 7: Do you have any suggestions to enhance accessibility?

A few comments were received regarding beach accessibility for the proposed Master Plan. It is intended

that the City’s supply of beach mats (i.e., Mobi-Mats) will be re-installed in the park at the new beach

location. As well, the entire site will be designed to meet the Design of Public Spaces Standards (O. Reg.

191/11).

In response to the request for public feedback, a report was prepared by the Windsor Accessibility

Advisory Committee (WAAC) which identified opportunities for improving accessibly at Sandpoint Beach

Park. Some suggestions include the following:

• Accessible picnic tables;

• Designated accessible change rooms with adult change tables and lift system;

• Accessible passenger loading/drop-off zone;

• Universal accessible kayak launch, and;

• Charging stations for mobility devices.

The comments provided in the WAAC report should be considered during detailed design of the Park. A

copy of the report has been attached in Appendix E for reference purposes.

Question 8: Do you have any additional comments about the proposed concept plan?

Although a lot of the comments received have been grouped together and incorporated into the discussion

above, some additional comments for consideration include suggestions for:

• Outdoor Exercise Equipment;

• Green Charging Station;

• Rock Wall;

• Pay-per-use electric BBQs;

• No splash pad or playground – passive park and beach only; and,

• Lower e-coli counts at the beach.

One concern that was brought up frequently at the PIC and within the comments is the issue of dogs in the

Park. Many comments were received asking for Stop 26 to be maintained as a dog friendly swimming

beach. Other comments requested that the entire park be dog-free. This is largely a permitting issue and

should be determined by the City.

PLEASE LEAVE THE MATURE TREES THAT ALREADY EXIST!!

The most important factor, especially since we have less tree coverage than we should and due to the fact that the effects of climate 
change mean that our summers will be increasingly hotter, it is imperative to keep and protect as many of the mature existing trees as 

possible. If you go to the beach or the park on any given summer day, you will find the majority of the people staying protected under 
the one big Poplar tree or the Willow Trees at Sandpoint. In the park, people tend to enjoy the trees that line the park from east to 

west, including several that are in the middle area that could be maintained in grassy islands. The roots will help hold the soil and 
materials along the shorelines as well. 

Plant native sedges, trees and beach plants to support the beach area and protect the shoreline and offer protection for the birds that 

use this area.  

In the West near the gravel piles, the Fishing Point looks great but along the path to the point, the existing marshy willow and native 
meadow area should be maintained. If we want to encourage people and children to help protect our natural spaces, we need to show 

them what they look like as an ecosystem. Many species of birds, animals, reptiles and amphibians depend on this area. This area 
should NOT be paved, cemented or bricked but rather left as a meadow and Willow marsh area along the elevated area and the lower 

transition to the beach through which a path could travel to the point and to what looks to be a gazebo area. 

Please please PLEASE NO PLASTIC PALM TREES!!!!!!!! 
Point Pelee’s new West Beach park and service areas are a good model for balancing our precious natural areas with naturally inspired 

climbing and play areas for kids. Facilities in the main building should offer outdoor showers (like the ones at Point Pelee). 

Keep and restore the Totem Pole! Place it on a platform that is not just cement that is always wet. The bottom is starting to rot out 
which is a shame. This pole is an icon for the area and gives reverence to the first people regardless of the fact that Totem Poles were 

not regularly created in our area and that the artist is from the West Coast. This is something the First Nations people should be 
consulted on.  An information sign could be placed on the building to encourage knowledge building of the First Nation’s people in this 

area, the pole, importance of the island and waterways to the First people. Some First NAtions language greetings could be added.  

A seasonal crosswalk and light should be placed on by Stop 26 Beach near Riverside Drive at the end of Clover Street. Already, there 
are too many reckless drivers and near misses I have seen with that confusing corner by the Ice Cream Shop and on Riverside Drive 

as drivers become impatient waiting for pedestrians going to and from the beach to their cars, the Ganatchio Trail and/or the Ice Cream
Store. There will be traffic issues during high season. 

The waterfront of the park should be maintained as a naturalized area such as the area along Riverside Drive in the Walkerville Area. 

Rocks should be used to create spawning areas for fish. ELiminate the need for metal fences and cement along the water.  We have 
enough cement and metal in this city already!! This area can complement the precious natural area of the Ganatchio Park and trail 

system. 

No layers of chain link fences and snow fences. It ‘ghettofies’ our beach and discourages people from enjoying the beach all year 
round. A berm along the road could be built to avoid drivers from being distracted and encourage pedestrian traffic flow towards either 

the East parking lot or the West Stop 26 exit area. This could also help mitigate flooding since our berms are already at their limit.
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The main building bathroom facilities should be updated and open longer than the 3 months of summer to discourage people from 
using the forests as their toilets. 

If not immediately, maybe in time, the food service area should be opened or food trucks should be allowed permits to serve food on a 

rotating schedule. 

The Parking Lot and Park needs to be signed with no dumping and no garbage signs. 

Traffic calming needs to happen to discourage the street racing and ‘showing off’ reckless driving that increases, particularly in the 
summer months. 

Place for people to bring their dogs to cool off in the lake. This will happen at Stop 26 anyways.
